President. — The next item is the report by Gunnar Hokmark, on behalf of the Committee on Economic and Monetary
Affairs, on ranking of unsecured debt instruments in insolvency hierarchy (COM(2016)0853 — C8-0479/2016 -
2016/0363(COD)) (A8-0302/2017).

Gunnar Hokmark, rapporteur. — Mr President, thank you very much. And I would like to thank the shadows because
this has been a very rapid process, a fast-track, in order to ensure that we can very quickly have legal certainty in place
on what to do when a bank is in deep problems.

I think an important point of departure is the fact that in the European Union investments are far too low. Investments
are at a pre-crisis level. I think it is important to understand and to see that this in itself means a systemic risk and a
risk of financial instability. Because, if investments are too low, competitiveness lags behind and jobs are lost, but we are
also lacking the growth we need in order to ensure stability in the economic system and the financial system. And that
is why it is important to ensure that banks can be stable and at the same time have the strength and opportunity to
finance investments.

In the European Union, banks are crucial for this. We have more banks that are crucial for investments than in other
economies. Our capital markets are of that kind. That is why it is important that banks can make investments, create
markets, can in all ways ensure that we have the investments and the growth that is needed.

This legislation, that we are to adopt today, is about ensuring that when a bank is in deep problems, there will be no
discussion that governments or taxpayers shall finance the problems of others. And this is in itself an extremely impor-
tant signal to markets. First of all, it is a way of ensuring that when you are in trouble, you know what to do. That is
why we have this ranking. And that is why we have the Bank Resolution and Recovery Directive (BRRD), because that is
how we tell the market that we are going to bail in or do something else with the banks, but not lean on governments.
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But a second thing with the BRRD which is, for me, extremely important is telling the market — those who invest in a
bank, those who own a bank — do not get into the belief that someone else will save you. This in itself is creating a
market discipline that is crucial. My aim with the banking package we are now dealing with is to ensure that we
introduce total loss-absorbing capacity (TLAC). This will mean even higher security and certainty on what to do when
resolving a bank but no higher capital burdens beyond that. Because if we go down that route, it will mean less
investment and less opportunities for growth. But the legal clarity we achieve with this hierarchy will safeguard deposi-
tors, safeguard taxpayers and will make it known among everyone in the market that you take the same risk when you
invest in a bank as when you invest in another company. That is how simple it is.

I would once again like to thank colleagues for the very rapid process, because it is important that we have this
cornerstone in the banking union in place. Now we have some other things to do in order to complete the banking
union, the financial market and the banking legislation.

Jyrki Katainen, Vice-President of the Commission. — Mr President, I would like to thank the House very much for its
efforts to solve this issue.

As Mr Hokmark already said, the basic idea in this legislation is to make the market economy more healthy, to show
where the risks lie and also to create a more solid rule base for the problems which may arise, as happens every once in
a while in the market economy. But this piece of legislation does not overshoot the regulation. It just clarifies who is
responsible, and for what.

This will enable banks to build up buffers that can absorb losses when the bank fails, without jeopardising financial
stability, and without burdening taxpayers. Banks will issue debt under the new statutory category available in all EU
Member States. The debt will be ranked just below the most senior debt and other senior liabilities, for the purposes of
resolution. It will remain part of the senior debt category, but as an unpreferred tier senior debt.

Clear, harmonised rules on the position of bondholders in the bank creditors’” hierarchy in insolvency resolution will
facilitate the bail-in being supplied, by providing greater legal certainty and reducing the risk of legal challenges. This
measure will give banks clarity so that they can build up buffers to absorb losses and protect taxpayers. It is also a key,
and most cost-effective, way to comply with the global standard on total loss absorbing capacity, which requires global
systemically important banks to build up a minimum level of buffers to be used in resolution.

Our ambition is to allow banks and investors to take full advantage of the opportunities of our single market to issue
and buy debt, through harmonised solutions.

Once again I would like to thank Parliament, especially Mr Roberto Gualtieri and, of course, Mr Hokmark, as rapporteur,
and all the shadow rapporteurs for this file. This was one important piece of the entire banking package. We still have a
lot of work to do to finalise the whole banking package and we have to keep working together in a fast and compre-
hensive way.

Pedro Silva Pereira, em nome do Grupo SED. — Senhor Presidente, Senhor Comissdrio, Caros Colegas, ndo é todos os
dias que se legisla depressa e bem na Unido Europeia. Por isso, ndo devemos deixar de assinalar este facto quando temos
essa oportunidade.

A verdade é que esta proposta legislativa, que revé a hierarquia dos credores em caso de resolugdo, conseguiu esse quase
milagre: ndo s6 foi adotada em procedimento acelerado como conseguiu reunir um amplo consenso, quer neste
Parlamento, quer no didlogo que estabelecemos com o Conselho e com a Comissio.

Quero agradecer ao relator, o meu colega Gunnar Hokmark, mas também aos relatores-sombra dos outros grupos
politicos, pelo excelente trabalho que tivemos a oportunidade de fazer em conjunto.

Esta proposta legislativa é importante e necessaria. Pretende melhorar as regras do chamado bail-in, o resgate interno dos
bancos em risco de faléncia, que foram criadas para proteger o dinheiro dos contribuintes. E necessirio que essas regras
sejam claras.

Alterdmos a hierarquia de credores para criar uma nova categoria de divida sénior ndo privilegiada, o que aumenta a
capacidade dos bancos de absorverem perdas e de alcancarem a necesséria recapitalizacio.
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Devo dizer que o grupo socialista estd particularmente satisfeito com o facto de a maturidade contratual da nova classe
de divida sénior ndo privilegiada ter sido fixada em pelo menos um ano, com o facto de ter ficado estabelecido o
grandfathering, ou seja, os novos critérios de elegibilidade podem aplicar-se aos instrumentos de divida anteriormente
emitidos. Ficou também claro que a divida emitida pelos bancos no quadro da legislacio nacional anterior, mas que
cumpra os requisitos agora fixados, poderd ocupar na hierarquia de credores a mesma posi¢do da nova categoria de
divida agora criada. Finalmente, e muito importante, ficou clarificado que nada nesta diretiva afeta a possibilidade de os
Estados-Membros darem uma protecio acrescida aos depésitos.

Penso, portanto, que temos aqui uma boa solugdo e esperamos que ela possa ser continuada na revisdo da Diretiva
DRRB.

Brian Hayes, on behalf of the PPE Group. — Mr President, 1 would like to firstly congratulate Gunnar Hokmark for this
negotiation, which was brought about in the informal trilogue process but also as part of the banking package. I think it
is important that the agreement that has been obtained across the House sends a strong message in terms of how we are
going to deal with it, were a crisis to emerge again. It is absolutely clear, when one looks back on the financial crisis
2008-2009-2010 that we did not have the architecture, we did not have the rules, we did not have the instruments as a
European Union to respond to that particular crisis.

Coming from a country that went through an appalling banking crisis, where the Irish taxpayers had to bail out the
Irish banking system to such a huge level, for us it is crucially important that we moved to a bail-in process. What I
very much welcome about this particular instrument is that there is now clarity on the question on non-preferred debt
but also on the categorisation of that debt and how that is to work. Had we had that clarity at the time, as part of a
bail-in regime, we would not have found the difficulties that were there for our economy — but other economies as well
— going through that crisis.

I think it is crucially important that this instrument is now in place, that there is agreement from the Commission, the
Council and Parliament on this matter. It is part of the banking package which now seeks to intensify further banking
union, which has to be at the heart of all that we are trying to achieve as a modern economic bloc within the world and
having these rules with such clarity allows us to do that.

So my congratulations to my colleague, and to other colleagues who worked with Mr Hokmark and indeed the
Commission on this very important matter.

Stanistaw Ozég, w imieniu grupy ECR. — Panie Przewodniczacy! Delegacja polska w grupie ECR popiera przedlozong
propozycj¢ zmiany art. 108 dyrektywy o naprawie oraz restrukturyzacji i uporzadkowanej likwidacji bankéw.
Dotychczasowe przepisy nie regulujg bowiem kwestii podporzadkowania niezabezpieczonego dlugu uprzywilejowanego
wzgledem roszczenn wynikajacych z innych form niezabezpieczonego dlugu. Takie uregulowanie jest natomiast
konieczne, jesli chcemy, by banki globalne w roku 2019 wdrozyly standard catkowitej zdolnosci do pokrywania strat.
Nowa regulacja ulatwi tym samym stosowanie unijnych przepiséw o umarzaniu lub konwersji dtugu szczegdlnie w
sytuacjach transgranicznych, a na jednolitym rynku unijnym da migdzynarodowym inwestorom i bankom globalnym
rzecz najbardziej przez nich pozadana, czyli pewnos¢ prawa.

Jednoczesnie cheg zwréci¢ uwage na konieczno$¢ monitorowania implementowanych przepiséw, czy aby nie przynoszg
nadmiernych obcigzen dla instytucji finansowych.

Miguel Viegas, em nome do Grupo GUE/NGL. — Senhor Presidente, a presente diretiva harmoniza a posi¢do dos créditos
ndo garantidos no quadro de um processo normal de insolvéncia. Esta questdo tornou-se necessiria no quadro da Unido
Bancdria e do Sistema Unico de Resolugio que prevé que todas as instituicdes financeiras, ditas sistémicas, possam
apresentar um nivel suficiente de capacidade total de absor¢do de perdas.

Esta proposta tem o mérito de ser coerente com os principios e objetivos da Unido Banciria de substituir a 16gica do
bail-out pela 16gica alternativa do bail-in, ou seja, para assegurar uma resolugdo sem recursos a fundos publicos é
necessdrio salvaguardar que cada instituicdo possa apresentar no seu balango um conjunto de ativos de elevada quali-
dade que garantam a cobertura dos prejuizos e mantenham o banco a funcionar, pelo menos nas suas func¢des basicas
vitais.
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O problema é que a criacdo e o funcionamento da Unifo Bancdria ndo s6 ndo evitaram o recurso a mais fundos
publicos como tém promovido a concentragdo do setor, aumentando o peso das instituicdes chamadas de demasiado
grandes para falir. Ndo é por acaso que estd na agenda a discussdo de um mecanismo de backstop para dar solidez a todo
o sistema. Ou seja, tudo ao contrario dos objetivos proclamados.

Pela nossa parte, continuamos a acreditar que s6 um controlo ptblico do sistema financeiro poderd colocar a banca ao
servico da economia e ndo o contrario.

Ernest Urtasun, en nombre del Grupo Verts/ALE. — Sefior presidente, para mi grupo parlamentario el desarrollo, aplica-
cién y mejora de la Directiva DRRB es imprescindible. Debemos reforzar ese marco para evitar, como ha dicho el
ponente, que el dinero de los contribuyentes vuelva a ser usado para rescatar masivamente a la banca. No quiero
recordar los datos, por ejemplo, que en mi pais el Banco de Espafia ha dado recientemente: que el rescate bancario
espafiol le cost6 al Tesoro espaiiol 60 000 millones de euros, que es practicamente el 6 % del PIB.

Nosotros estamos preocupados, sin embargo, porque este marco en estos momentos tiene dificultades de aplicacion, y
no solo por lo que ha pasado recientemente con los bancos venecianos, que, al final, como no se quiso ir a la resolucion
y se fue a la liquidacién mediante ley nacional, le han acabado costando al contribuyente italiano 5 000 millones de
€euros.

O también estd el caso del Banco Popular. Como vimos, en estos momentos los agujeros de la aplicacion de la DRRB
son muy grandes: la sefiora Koenig nos reconocié, por ejemplo, que en el caso del Banco Popular, cuando ella pidié la
lista de fondos y activos disponibles para operar el bail-in, pues esa lista no estaba, no existia, no estaba disponible. Y eso
es un problema.

Por lo tanto, hay que avanzar en reforzar la DRRB, en que este Parlamento esté unido en la defensa de su respeto y,
evidentemente, lo que decidimos con el paquete de hoy es un paso adelante, porque va a permitir a los bancos mejorar
su capacidad de absorcién de pérdidas sin recurrir al dinero publico.

La Unica cosa que tengo que lamentar es que nos hubiera gustado que el nuevo producto senior non-preferred que
creamos hubiera sido catalogado como producto complejo con arreglo a los criterios de MiFID para proteger a los
pequefios inversores. Es una cosa sobre la cual volveremos préximamente porque tenemos el segundo paquete de la
BRRD y esa enmienda la vamos a volver a presentar. Pero, a pesar de ello, quiero agradecerle al ponente el trabajo y mi
Grupo va a dar su visto bueno a este paquete legislativo.

David Coburn, on behalf of the EFDD Group. — Mr President, the aim of this directive is to ensure that the global,
systematically important banks have the loss-absorbing and recapitalisation capacity necessary to help ensure that the
critical functions can be continued without public finances or financial stability being put at risk, and it is a very good
idea. Simply speaking, this report is advocating bail-ins as opposed to bailouts.

As a libertarian, I am in favour of a bailing-in system. Ordinary taxpayers should not bear the burden of a financial
crisis caused by banks which are too big to fail and too politically connected to fail. This is still the case in many
European countries. In Italy, for example, some of the smaller banks were saved only a few months ago by using
taxpayers’ money. It seems that not many lessons from the banking crisis were learned. As a Euro-sceptic, I do not
believe in supranational policymaking in general, although Brexit will enable Britain to make our own laws to help keep
the financial system in the United Kingdom stable. Nevertheless, I hope EU countries ...

President. — Mr Coburn, thank you. May I say that the cough does you good because your voice was even louder than
usual.

Marco Zanni, a nome del gruppo ENF. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, con questo provvedimento, ancora una
volta, a mio avviso, si € persa un‘occasione per correggere, quanto meno in maniera importante, alcune distorsioni della
regolamentazione precedente, quindi della BRRD e del bail-in, e per correggere soprattutto, secondo me, uno dei pil
grandi errori della BRRD e del bail-in, cio¢ la sua retroattivita.
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Avrei preferito che il nuovo strumento, che si chiama in questo caso senior non-preferred bond, fosse uno strumento di
nuova emissione per tutte le banche, di modo da creare un buffer di capitale per assorbire le perdite, abbastanza grande
da, di fatto, escludere dal bail-in, in maniera importante, tutta la mole di debito senior emesso prima dell'entrata in
vigore della BRRD e che purtroppo ¢ finito in mano a risparmiatori che in alcuni casi hanno dovuto subire ingenti
perdite.

E stato deciso di seguire un altro approccio che, secondo me, portera a risultati negativi nel futuro. Chiamare senior un
prodotto che senior di fatto non € rischia di creare delle distorsioni nella vendita di questi prodotti ai risparmiatori o
nell'impacchettamento di questi prodotti in strumenti finanziari che finiscono nelle mani di persone che non riescono
adeguatamente a considerare il rischio. Quello che viene fatto con la normativa del bail-in e della BRRD, purtroppo, non
va a proteggere i risparmiatori e non va a proteggere neanche i contribuenti.

Paul Tang (S&D). — Mr President, this is an important piece of the puzzle. We are trying to establish, or what we are
trying to work on, is the principle that if you take risk, you cannot shift the cost somewhere else. Bankers take risk; they
cannot just catch a return but they need also to carry the cost. That does indeed mean that we aim for a bail-in and not
for a bailout, most certainly not by taxpayers. That is a principle, that is clear, but that requires work and I am very
pleased to see this proposal and the good work. I would like to thank Mr Gunnar Hokmark and the shadow rapporteurs
for their work because what we need is a very clear debt hierarchy. This requires amending the legislation.

I am pleased to see that we have taken a step forward; further steps need to be taken forward. This is also important
because we need protection for investors. There should be no misunderstanding about which is senior, which is non-
senior, and we have seen this in several countries. We need to take further steps, no doubt, because I am still convinced
that we should not bet on one horse, not just on the bail-in, but also look at own capital, at the leverage ratio of our
countries, including the Netherlands where the leverage ratio is still very low, and you could say a pre-crisis ratio. So,
once again, this is a step forward and we need to take further steps.

Pirkko Ruohonen-Lerner (ECR). — Arvoisa puhemies, kisittelyssd oleva mietintd on vilttimiton osa prosessia, jolla
pyritddn finanssimarkkinoiden normalisointiin kriisin jdlkeen. Jarjestelemédttomat luotot ja jirjestelmin kannalta merkit-
tavat pankit uhkaavat edelleen rahoitusmarkkinoiden vakautta ja elpymisen kestavyytta.

Kolmikantaneuvotteluissa sovittu teksti on osa pankkiunionin rakentamisen osana laadittua pankkipakettia. En kannata
uusia yhteisvastuuta lisdavid lainoja, eikid jisenvaltioiden luoma uusi velkatyyppi sitd tee. Uusi velkatyyppi on tarpeen,
jotta voidaan tdyttid maailmanlaajuisesti sovitut velkahierarkiavaatimukset kattamaan tappiot selvitystilanteissa ennen
muita suurimpien pankkien kokonaistappion kattamiskyvyn ulkopuolelle jatettyja velkasitoumuksia, kuten johdannaisia,
vakuudellisia talletuksia tai verovelkoja. Mietint6 on pieni, mutta tirked askel kohti veronmaksajien taakan helpottamista
tulevissa pankkikriiseissa.

Bernard Monot (ENF). — Monsieur le Président, 'Union bancaire vise & couper la possibilité de soutien réciproque entre
les banques commerciales et I'Etat membre d'ott elles sont originaires. Cet approfondissement fédéraliste vient apres la
rupture du lien politique et économique entre les nations européennes et leurs banques centrales, qui remonte au traité
de Maastricht, et interdit toute possibilité de soutien direct d'un Etat par sa banque centrale.

1l s'agit bien 1a, dans les deux cas, de supprimer tout recours financier et soutien économique quun Etat pourrait
recevoir, afin d’accroitre la pression des marchés financiers. La discipline de marché doit, dans Tesprit allemand, obliger
les Etats a adopter des politiques budgétaires d’austérité. Réciproquement, depuis la BRRD, il est définitivement interdit
aux Etats de soutenir leurs banques en cas de difficultés financiéres.

Nous estimons quil est crucial de revenir en arriére. L'Union européenne ne parviendra jamais a mettre en place une
union bancaire en mesure de fonctionner. Il est donc dans 'intérét des citoyens et des Etats de défaire I'union bancaire le
plus rapidement possible. Réarranger 'ordre juridique interne des Etats afin d’harmoniser la hiérarchie des créditeurs
bancaires ne va donc pas dans la bonne direction. Voter contre ce texte est pour nous un vote de cohérence pour la
défense des épargnants contre le bail-in.
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Neena Gill (S&D). - Mr President, the directive we will vote upon later today is critical. It will ensure that taxpayers
will not be hit by the possible insolvency and the resolution of a bank. When a bank is failing or insolvent, the new
rules will create a creditor hierarchy, a new category of unsecured debt, as well as a harmonised approach towards
bondholders. Many people in the EU, and in particular in the UK, have been victims of mis-selling of financial products,
which, in the end, appeared to be bail-inable. These new rules will make sure that clients and investors will be better
protected by clear mention of the risks and the inclusions in the prospectus.

[ am concerned by some supervisors trying to overstretch their powers, as we have seen with the Single Supervisory
Mechanism (SSM) in the last couple of weeks, and sometimes with the European Securities and Markets Authority
(ESMA). Therefore, it is key that we, as a legislator, make level 1 legislation as clear as possible, and I believe this
legislation meets this criterion. Therefore, I would like to congratulate the rapporteur and the negotiating team. I hope
this directive is a first step towards an ambitious EU banking reform, ensuring that the banks become more resilient, less
risky and supportive of the sustainable economy.

Pervenche Berés (S&D). — Monsieur le Président, lorsque ce Parlement a adopté la directive sur le redressement des
banques et la résolution en cas de faillite, notre préoccupation était d’éviter la contagion et l'acces a I'argent des con-
tribuables, en permettant un renflouement interne. En méme temps, pour que cela soit viable, les conditions de marché
ont été aggravées ou, d’'une certaine maniére, renforcées avec la montée en puissance a la fois de la législation euro-
péenne et des normes internationales, avec la perspective d’entrée en vigueur du TLAC.

Dés lors, il nous fallait organiser la montée en puissance d'un marché permettant aux acteurs d'étre préts afin d’avoir la
qualité de dette leur permettant de répondre a ces obligations. De fait, plusieurs Etats membres avaient lancé leur propre
réforme en anticipant la réponse européenne, et le secteur bancaire, depuis I'accord au Conseil de stabilité financiére
(CSF), fin 2015, était concerné par l'exigence du TLAC. Les marchés, eux-mémes — comme en témoignent les volumes
importants de dettes éligibles au TLAC émis avec succés par les banques —, ont réagi et anticipé les effets de cette
réforme.

L'idée est de permettre aux banques de constituer des coussins de dettes subordonnées améliorant leur résolvabilité, sans
contraindre de fagon indue leur cofit de financement. Cest la raison pour laquelle nous pouvons, je crois, nous réjouir
que ce Parlement ait contribué & mettre en ceuvre ce nouveau type de dette de maniere accélérée afin que les acteurs
puissent se préparer.

Bien sdr, des questions ont été soulevées en essayant d'utiliser ce véhicule accéléré que nous devrons traiter lorsque nous
aborderons la révision de fond de la directive BRRD mais, a ce stade, je crois que I'essentiel est de permettre aux acteurs
du marché et au marché lui-méme d’anticiper l'entrée en vigueur des nouvelles normes internationales.

Catch-the-eye procedure
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Jean-Paul Denanot (S&D). — Monsieur le Président, effectivement, nous avons vécu des crises bancaires a répétition,
auxquelles ont dailleurs remédié les contribuables, et il est grand temps, me semble-t-il, que I'Europe légifere pour
d’abord protéger les consommateurs et leurs dépots, ensuite pour permettre aux banques de garantir leur stabilité
interne, mais il me parait encore plus important, par ailleurs, de permettre aux banques de préter au monde économique
afin de relancer 'emploi en Europe.

Ce texte 1égislatif a le mérite d’étre équilibré pour répondre a ces trois objectifs. Par la mise en ceuvre d’une hiérarchie
des créanciers, nous allons stabiliser le réseau bancaire, mais il ne faut pas oublier que nous avons besoin en Europe
d'une banque centrale régulatrice ainsi que d’'un contrdle parlementaire de tous les mouvements bancaires.

Doru-Claudian Frunzulici (S&D). — Mr President, 1 welcome the proposed amendments to Directive 2014/59/EU
under opinion as this represents a very much needed effort to implement the total loss-absorbing capacity (TLAC)
standard, which was adopted by the G20. I believe that in order to avoid legal uncertainty the TLAC standard requires
that liabilities may be eligible for TLAC only if they are subordinated to other liabilities.

As such, I support the proposal for Member States to ensure that ordinary senior debt instruments and other unsecured
ordinary senior liabilities have a higher priority ranking in their national insolvency laws than the new non-preferred
senior class of debt.

Finally, it is of utmost importance for the Commission to assess whether it is necessary to make further amendments
with regard to the ranking of deposits in insolvency, at the latest three years after the date of entry into force of the
Directive.

(End of catch-the-eye procedure)

Jyrki Katainen, Vice-President of the Commission. — Mr President, thank you very much for this discussion. It showed that
it was very consensual. We all more or less all support the principles and the text of the legislation.

There are three main points: firstly, it will create legal clarity for bank debt holders; secondly, it will strengthen the
internal market and banking sector; and thirdly, it protects taxpayers. Sometimes when discussing these kinds of issues,
people feel that it does not make sense that banks take too much risk, and that is why banks are bad and they want to
fail. This is not the case. Banks usually do not want to fail on purpose, but we have to understand that banking is just
like any business. It may fail, for various reasons, and that is why we have to have an orderly manner to solve these
banking problems.

The taxpayers’ role is also very critical here. Taxpayers have sold banks, i.e. investors in the banks, shareholders of the
banks, who are usually normal European citizens. There are also sometimes other businesses which have invested in the
banks so we have to make sure that the European market economy is functioning well and it has a solid rule base, and
even if we are talking about the banking sector, it does not mean that taxpayers should have a greater responsibility to
savers, owners, investors or creditors of the banks as they have responsibility in other sectors of business. So this piece
of legislation creates much-needed clarity and once again I want to thank this House for its good cooperation.

Gunnar Hokmark, rapporteur. — Mr President, a few points: this is in some ways a complex piece of legislation with a
lot of details, but it is not magic. With this legislation we are not avoiding risks, because financial markets and banking
are about analysing risks, taking risks and distributing risks: that is the whole idea. But what we are doing with this
legislation — and Mr Tang touched upon this — is ensuring that the risk stays with the risk-taker.

That is the main purpose of this and the purpose of the hierarchy, because it describes the different levels of risk. This
means that, as Mr Pereira said earlier, depositors will have the least risk, will be the most safeguarded, with the owners
in the first hand and then the subordinated debt.

This is not magic, and it is my firm belief that, when we are asked to proceed with the rest of this banking package, we
shall underline that all debt is bail-in-able, because that is creating market discipline. But we shall also ensure that we
have clarity, which means that banks can be transparent but also secure, so that they can finance the investments we
need, which are needed in the next step to secure financial stability. Thank you very much for this debate. I look
forward to the decision which we will take later today.

Fabio Massimo Castaldo (EFDD), per iscritto. — L'attuale sistema europeo di risoluzione bancaria & incentrato sul
meccanismo perverso del bail-in e, se prima non viene realizzata la separazione bancaria, unica riforma in grado di
introdurre un’alternativa credibile e concreta al bail-out e a un bail-in sui risparmi dei cittadini, noi non sosterremo
altre modifiche, che, di fatto, suonerebbero come una legittimazione dello status quo.

A fronte dell'introduzione di una nuova classe di titoli di debito che saranno coinvolti tra i primi
nell'assorbimento delle perdite in caso di bail-in, non viene infatti prevista alcuna garanzia sostanziale e concreta a
protezione della clientela retail, né vengono previsti requisiti di trasparenza che indichino in modo chiaro la piu elevata
rischiosita di questa classe di strumenti.

Barbara Kappel (ENF), schriftlich. — Die Reform der Finanzdienstleistungen nach der Finanzkrise 2008-2009 umfasste
eine Richtlinie zur Festlegung eines Rahmens fiir die Sanierung und Abwicklung von Kreditinstituten und Wertpapier-
firmen (BRRD). Mit diesen Legislativdokumenten wurde ein Rahmen geschaffen, um die Phase der Sanierung und Ums-
trukturierung von notleidenden Finanzinstituten wirksam zu bewiltigen und so deren negative Auswirkungen auf die
Finanzstabilitit (Ansteckungseffekte) und die offentlichen Finanzen (von den Steuerzahlern finanzierte Rettungspakete)
zu verringern. Dies wird durch den ,Bail-in“ erreicht: einen Mechanismus, bei dem entweder Schulden abgeschrieben
oder Verbindlichkeiten gemif$ einer vordefinierten Hierarchie in Eigenkapital umgewandelt werden. Um sicherzustellen,
dass ausreichende finanzielle Ressourcen fiir Abschreibungen oder Eigenkapitalumwandlungen zur Verfigung stehen,
verlangt die BRRD, dass Finanzinstitute eine Mindestanforderung an Eigenmittel und beriicksichtigungsfahige Verbind-
lichkeiten (MREL) festlegen. Die Vorschriften fiir besicherte vorrangige Schuldtitel und neu ausgegebene Schuldverschrei-
bungen sind jedoch in den einzelnen Mitgliedstaaten sehr unterschiedlich, sodass ungesicherte Debitoren und Kreditoren
in der EU unterschiedlich behandelt werden. Mit diesem Vorschlag wird die Insolvenzglaubigerhierarchie teilweise har-
monisiert. Dies dndert die Rangfolge der Inhaber von vorrangigen ungesicherten Bankschuldverschreibungen, die zur
Einhaltung der BRRD-Vorschriften in Betracht kommen, sodass Debitoren und Kreditoren von Banken in der gesamten
EU gleichwertiger behandelt werden.

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4. Implementarea Strategiei europene pentru persoanele cu dizabilititi (dezbatere)

President. — The next item is the report by Ms Stevens, on behalf of the Committee on Employment and Social Affairs,
on implementation of the European Disability Strategy (2017/2127(INI)) (A8-0339/2017).

Marianne Thyssen, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, honourable Members, this Commission has put inclusive
growth and social fairness at the core of its agenda. We are working hard to make sure that no one is left behind.

People with disabilities face a much higher risk of social exclusion than the greater population. Across the European
Union, the employment rate for people with a disability is around 48%, only 27.8% have completed tertiary education,
and one in three people with a disability is at risk of poverty. This is a situation we cannot accept; the gaps are too big.

On 17 November, the Commission, the Parliament and the Council proclaimed the European Pillar of Social Rights. It
represents a powerful joint commitment to everyone’s rights, including people with disability, to equal treatment and
opportunities.

The Pillar highlights the right to income support, which ensures that people can live in dignity, to services that enable
people to participate in the labour market and in society, and to a work environment that is adapted to people’s needs.
The Pillar will also contribute to the implementation of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities. Our work-life balance package is a concrete example. It will help informal carers, often women, to better
balance professional and care responsibilities.

The European Commission remains firmly committed to the UN Convention and to its human rights approach to
disability. In February 2017, the Commission published a detailed progress report under the European Disability
Strategy 2010-2020, assessing progress in its eight areas up to 2016. I am very grateful — and glad, of course - to the
Parliament for coordinating such a comprehensive resolution in response to it, and I want to congratulate, in particular,
the rapporteur, Ms Stevens.

While our progress report confirms many of your concerns with regard to the situation of people with disabilities in the
European Union, it has also shown areas where European action has made a difference. Promoting accessibility in all
policy areas is certainly one of them. We can be proud of our achievements with the Web Accessability Directive, with
the Marrakech Treaty and in the field of transport and telecoms. We must now see that these instruments are fully
implemented.

After two years, it is now high time to take another leap forward with the adoption of my proposal for a European
Accessibility Act. Parliament has already adopted its mandate, and I remain confident the Council will also reach a
general approach next Thursday.

Accessibility and non-discrimination are important building blocks for independent living. Adequate support services are
certainly another. European funds offer significant resources to developing the community-based care and services that
are essential for independent living. They may not be used for building or renovating residential institutions.

The right to affordable long-term care services of good quality, in particular home care and community-based services,
is also emphasised in the European Pillar of Social Rights. In this regard, I take good note of your call to ensure that
European funds must also adhere, over the next programing period, to the UN Convention and should continue to
foster deinstitutionalisation as a matter of priority.

I would also like to mention the work done under the Estonian Presidency on this topic, which should lead the Member
States next week to adopt the Joint Council Conclusions on enhancing community-based support and care for indepen-
dent living.

The last area I would like to mention is free movement. The Cross-border Healthcare Directive contributes to breaking
down barriers to the free movement of all European citizens, including people with a disability. The same counts for my
proposal to clarify social security coordination applying to long-term care benefits.
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Next year, the Commission will also evaluate the pilot project on a European visibility card, which is now up and
running in eight Member States. I have noticed that this initiative raises interest and expectations and I am grateful for
the support you express.

Lastly, [ want to say that today’s discussion and your resolution will also enrich our reflection on the shape of future EU
disability policies. The Commission is committed to taking the lead in this process and involving all actors, in particular
people with disabilities and their representative organisations.

President. — I would just like to make a remark in connection with Ms Estaras Ferragut's concerns, which some others
might share. We are still well on schedule for the votes as planned.

Helga Stevens, Rapporteur. — Aangezien 3 december de internationale dag voor personen met een beperking is, wil ik
graag de discussie in dit huis over mijn verslag over de tenuitvoerlegging van de Europese strategie inzake handicap
tijldens deze plenaire vergadering kunnen voeren.

Het is zo belangrijk dat we over beperkingen blijven nadenken en inclusie op de politicke agenda houden. Mensen met
een beperking zijn immers niet het meest sexy agendapunt en heel weinig politici praten er graag over. En dit terwijl één
op zes mensen in zekere mate een beperking heeft. Dat komt dus neer op 80 miljoen Europeanen! Kunnen we het ons
echt permitteren deze grote groep Europese burgers te blijven negeren? Ik spreek inderdaad over burgers, want dat is
wat ze zijn: Europese burgers. Zij zouden dus dezelfde rechten moeten kunnen genieten als iedereen. Het recht en de
vrijheid om naar school te gaan, te werken, uit eten te gaan, naar het theater of de bioscoop te gaan. Het recht om te
reizen naar het buitenland en te genieten van hun vrije tijd met familie en vrienden.

Mensen met een beperking mogen geen tweederangsburgers zijn omwille van hun beperking.

Mr President, I would like to ask everyone to please keep in mind that not every person with a disability is as fortunate
as I am. They are not always able to tap into their full potential, take the job that they want, live where and how they
want or even marry who they want.

The EU is effectively one of the most advanced and richest regions on the planet, yet it is not inclusive enough. We
unfortunately still manage to exclude so many of our citizens on a regular basis. The result is that we are losing out on
valuable skills and potential labour force in the process, while they are more than ready and willing to contribute to our
society when given the opportunity. Let’s not forget that money is lost due to inaccessible infrastructures, goods and
services.

Therefore, the European Disability Strategy 2010-2020 is an essential tool in ensuring all our citizens are able to form
an integral part of our society and contribute to our society. We need a post-2020 strategy to follow up and it needs to
be both bold and effective, because if we don’t get it right who will? It is time for action.

Let us all work together to make the European Union more inclusive.

Rosa Estaras Ferragut, ponente de opinién de la Comisién de Derechos de la Mujer e Igualdad de Género. — Sefior presidente,
primero dar las gracias a Helga Stevens y también a la comisaria por su implicacién en esta Estrategia Europea que
ahora estd en vigor, y que tenemos que trabajar ya para la siguiente.

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Julie Ward, rapporteur for the opinion of the Committee on Culture and Education. — Mr President, as rapporteur for the
opinion on behalf of the Committee on Culture and Education, I am glad that the final report on the implementation of
the European Disability Strategy encompasses the main elements that I proposed, namely the mainstreaming of accessi-
bility requirements in EU cultural policies, the need to pay special attention to the difficulties young people with dis-
abilities and special needs encounter from early education through to their transition to employment, the issue of
barriers to mobility, the digital gap, and the citizenship aspect.

I also consider it useful to adopt a gender perspective in decision-making and to collect gender-disaggregated data
related to the situation of people with disabilities and monitoring policies and actions in the field, as well as intersectio-
nal data on vulnerable people and those facing multiple discrimination, such as women with disability or disabled
people and refugees.

As a member of the Disability Intergroup and a champion of the rights of people with disability, I was happy to work
on this extremely important issue in collaboration with civil society and with people with disabilities.

Marian Harkin, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Mr President, first I would like to thank Helga Stevens for her excellent
and comprehensive report and her 100% cooperation. Today we are discussing the implementation of the Disability
Strategy in light of the ratification of the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD). Today
Parliament gives its perspective on progress to date so that the UN CRPD you can have real meaning for real persons
with disabilities, in real time. By that I mean today, now. Life is not a dress rehearsal for any of us and the same is true
for persons with disabilities.

When we speak about accessibility it must mean that services are accessible, that public spaces are accessible, that public
transport is accessible, that technology is accessible, and so on. Otherwise, we are saying to people with disabilities: we
will improve accessibility in the future, we will improve accessibility when we have money, when we have time, when
we have dealt with all the other urgent issues that need to be dealt with. But the truth is, accessibility is an urgent issue
and it needs to be treated as such.

This report contains many important recommendations, but because of time constraints I can only mention one or two.
To me, the first and most important is that while we have the UN CRPD, the Disability Strategy, the Marrakech Treaty
and, hopefully, soon the Accessibility Act, as the Commissioner herself pointed out this morning, we have to ensure full
implementation.
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Other areas that I consider important include: reasonable accommodation; the mainstreaming of UN CRPD in all our
legislation and then ensuring compliance with that legislation; and the guarantee that all EU funding programmes will
be fully accessible. We need to eliminate the medical model of disability and promote a rights-based model. Finally, we
must ensure independent living for persons with disabilities.

[ am happy to say that next week, on 6 December, when this plenary will host a disability meeting, we can be pleased to
discuss this report.

Tatjana Zdanoka, on behalf of the Verts/ALE Group. — Mr President, I want to point out that this report is a very
important step forward for ensuring the main rights of people with disabilities, and I want to congratulate Helga
Stevens for drafting it. We consider it very positive that the report mentions the need for a holistic definition and
application of accessibility and our Group stands for accessibility in its broadest meaning: accessible, affordable and
available. We are happy that the final text includes a call on the Commission to set mandatory requirements on the
accessibility of public spaces and especially the built environment.

It is also of extreme importance to increase the employment rate of persons with disabilities in the open labour market.
We would be glad if real solutions will follow. We are also happy that the report points out that the new Skills Agenda
should include persons with disabilities as a specific target group.

We nevertheless want to express our concern that the mechanisms to ensure an adequate minimum income for persons
with disabilities are not sufficiently examined and considered in this report, although that should be one of the main
priorities. We also think an important point, which is mentioned in this document but not fully implemented in the
text, is the lack of a common definition of disability. If we had such a definition in the future it could solve a lot of
misunderstanding.

Laura Agea, a nome del gruppo EFDD. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, per prima cosa vorrei ringraziare la
collega Stevens per il suo lavoro, che ¢ sicuramente molto lungimirante e molto ambizioso.

Nelle scuole le barriere architettoniche sono purtroppo la condizione che impedisce a molti bambini di accedere alle
proprie aule e condividere con i compagni il momento dello studio e anche dei momenti extrascolastici. Figure profes-
sionali in grado di accompagnare i bambini, per esempio nelle attivita extrascolastiche, oggi non sono regolamentate e
molto spesso non sono professionalmente adeguate a quelle che sono le esigenze dei bambini con disabilita. L'accesso al
lavoro e la brutta, oscena, condizione in cui molti lavoratori con disabilita si trovano, subendo discriminazione e ingiusti
licenziamenti, sono ancora purtroppo un dato di fatto oggettivo, per non parlare del concetto di deistituzionalizzazione
che nel mio paese, oggi, sembra non solo una chimera ma qualcosa di completamente sconosciuto, cio¢ la possibilita di
poter decidere come poter vivere la propria condizione di disabilita.
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Questo purtroppo ci dimostra semplicemente che non siamo ancora in grado di pensare una societa inclusiva, dove la
disabilita sia semplicemente una condizione comune e universalmente accettata, vista come una risorsa e come una
ricchezza. Mi auguro che vengano fatti gli sforzi necessari per colmare questi vuoti. Grazie collega Helga e grazie a tutti.

Angelo Ciocca, a nome del gruppo ENF. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, sicuramente in questi anni molto si &
fatto e dobbiamo ringraziare le tante associazioni che si sono dedicate a questo tema. Ahime, pero, purtroppo molto va
ancora fatto.

6. Implementarea Strategiei europene pentru persoanele cu dizabilititi (continuarea
dezbaterii)

Przewodniczacy. — Powracamy do debaty na temat sprawozdania Helgi Stevens (A8-0339/2017).

Heinz K. Becker (PPE). — Herr Prisident, sehr geehrte Frau Kommissarin, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen! Mit grolem
Respekt vor ihrer Leistung mochte ich der Berichterstattern Helga Stevens und unserem Kollegen von der Europiischen
Volkspartei Marek Plura herzlich danken fiir den hervorragenden Bericht iiber die Umsetzung der Europdischen Strategie
zugunsten von Menschen mit Behinderungen. Auf dieser Grundlage wollen wir die soziale Inklusion aller Menschen in
der Gesellschaft und am Arbeitsmarkt endlich zur Normalitdt werden lassen. Wir miissen dazu die exakt beschriebenen
Schritte auch realisieren; hier sind jetzt die Regierungen der EU-28 gefordert. Ich erinnere an die Richtlinien iiber
audiovisuelle Mediendienste, iiber den barrierefreien Zugang zu Internetseiten, iiber die europiische Notrufnummer 112,
die bei weitem noch nicht von allen Mitgliedstaaten umgesetzt wurden. Selbst die Webseiten der EU-Organe weisen noch
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nicht alle die beste Stufe der Barrierefreiheit auf.

Ja, der Bericht hat recht: Der barrierefreie Zugang zum Arbeitsmarkt beginnt mit addquater Bildung. Die Mitgliedstaaten
miissen als Erstes ohne Verzdgerungen Mafinahmen ergreifen, um das Lehrpersonal entsprechend zu schulen. Parallel gilt
es, Barrierefreiheit konsequent zu vermitteln und zu verwirklichen und bei Einstellungsgesprachen fur Weiterbildung und
fur die notwendigen Anpassungen am Arbeitsplatz, aber ebenso in den Verkehrsmitteln, zu sorgen. Es geht dabei darii-
ber hinaus auch um Rehabilitation und Reintegration in den Arbeitsmarkt. Immerhin ist die Arbeitslosigkeit von Mens-
chen mit Behinderungen deutlich hoher als jene ohne.

Starten wir daher jetzt! Ich halte es auch fiir sehr sinnvoll, die Europdische Strategie fiir Menschen mit Behinderungen
zukiinftig im Europdischen Semester intensiv zu verankern.

Ich danke ausdriicklich der EU-Kommission, namentlich Kommissarin Thyssen, dafiir, dass sie voll hinter der
Europdischen Strategie steht und diese voll unterstiitzt.

Agnes Jongerius (S&D). — Mr President, I am pleased that today we will vote on our report on the implementation of
the European Disability Strategy. My compliments to colleague Stevens because it is an important report and it shows
that we are serious about equal treatment in Europe, that we do not distinguish between types of discrimination because
we must abandon all types.

I would not be speaking here today if I didn't think that more can be done. I want to stress two things in particular.
Firstly, it is indeed high time that the Council unblocked the negotiation on the European Disability Act, and I do hope
this will be the case next week. This must be a strong act because, besides persons with disabilities, it will also need to
cover people with functional limitations.

The second thing I want to stress is that in the view of the Group of the Progressive Alliance of Socialists and
Democrats of the European Parliament, disability benefit should not be made conditional upon being employed or
not. As it stands, there are too many cases where disabled people cannot afford to take a job because it will actually
make their financial situation worse. Employment should not mean the loss of vital benefits which disabled people now
often depend upon. Therefore I would say that today’s vote therefore marks the end of the report but by no means will
it end our efforts for disabled people in the future.

Arne Gericke (ECR). — Herr Prisident, sehr geehrte Frau Kommissarin! Zur Umsetzung der Europiischen Strategie
zugunsten von Menschen mit Behinderungen mochte ich der Berichterstatterin, meiner geschitzten Kollegin Helga
Stevens, einmal ein herzliches Danke sagen fur ihr auflerordentliches Engagement fuir ein barrierefreies Europa: Danke,
Helga!

Wir alle wissen: Europa ist daran gewachsen, dass es Grenzen und Barrieren zur Seite gerdumt hat. Tun wir das genauso!
Schaffen wir ein barrierefreies Europa fiir alle Menschen! Nichts ist unmdglich. Ich hoffe, wir kénnen Impulse dafiir
geben, dass alle Nationen, alle Regionen und Bundeslinder, ja, alle Kommunen alles dafiir geben, eine barrierefreie
Umwelt zu garantieren. Lassen Sie uns in der EU einen echten europdischen Behindertenausweis schaffen!

Aber die Barrieren sind auch in unseren Kopfen. Behinderung beginnt dort, wo wir sie zu einer machen. Lassen Sie uns
im wahrsten Sinne des Wortes unbehindert miteinander leben. Kinder geben uns ein Beispiel dafur. Sie sind im gemein-
samen Spiel Meister darin, den Menschen zu sehen und nicht die Behinderung. Die Anliegen der Menschen mit Behin-
derung verdienen eine eigene Richtlinie und schnelles Handeln — heute, nicht morgen.

Morten Lokkegaard (ALDE). — Hr. formand! P4 sendag er det international handicapdag, og jeg synes, vi skal benytte
lejligheden til at enske til lykke til alle dem, der er med til at fejre den dag, og ogsd benytte lejligheden til at understrege,
at nu handler det om tilgeengelighed. Tilgeengelighed er den nzste store kamp for handicappede over hele Europa. Den
har vi en ganske fin mulighed for at gere noget ved nu.

Tak til kommissaren for at have bragt emnet pd bane i sin tid, tak til kollega Stevens for at have lavet et vigtigt bidrag til
debatten med den betenkning, der kommer nu.
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Det naste store skridt er som sagt at fa vedtaget tilgengelighedsdirektivet, som ligger foran os nu, og som vi har fiet
forhandlet igennem, og som er et vigtigt, vigtigt skridt i retningen af at gore noget helt konkret for mennesker med
handicap. Jeg er fuldsteendig overbevist om, at med den store opbakning her i Parlamentet til den betenkning, som vi er
kommet frem til, og ogsd den betaenkning, der kommer i dag, vil vi std sterkt i de forestdende forhandlinger.

Paloma Lopez Bermejo (GUE/NGL). — Sefior presidente, las personas con discapacidad se enfrentan a mdiltiples pro-
blemas cotidianos y, sobre todo, a la problemdtica especifica para la integracion en el mercado laboral.

Hay que pedir a los Estados miembros que hagan muchos mds esfuerzos por conseguir precisamente la plena participa-
cién de las personas con discapacidad y en condiciones de igualdad; en resumen, sin discriminaciones, como recoge la
Carta de los Derechos Fundamentales de la Unién Europea.

La direccién que sigue la estrategia debatida hoy apunta en esa direccién, en una buena direccién.

Sin embargo, se siguen manteniendo grandes retos para la plena inclusion laboral y social, entre otros, que se cumplan
las cuotas de contratacion, sobre todo en las administraciones ptiblicas. La propia administracion no puede ser un muro
més que se tenga que franquear en el camino hacia una vida digna.

Finalizo recordando al Consejo Europeo que no puede seguir bloqueando los avances en la Directiva relativa a la lucha
contra la discriminacién. Si queremos trabajar por la plena inclusion social de las personas con discapacidad, el Consejo
no puede ser un obsticulo.

Igor Soltes (Verts/ALE). — Najlepse seveda se zahvaljujem porocevalki Helgi Stevens za spostovano delo in pravzaprav
vsa njena prizadevanja za pravice invalidov. Nasa dolZnost seveda je, da si vsi skupaj prizadevamo za dostojanstvo pravic
in blaginjo vseh delov druzbe, tudi tistih najbolj ranljivih in med njimi seveda so gotovo tudi invalidi, ker v Evropski
uniji vsak Sesti posameznik v starosti nad 15 let Zivi z dolo¢eno Stevilko invalidnostjo.

Invalidi $e vedno opozarjajo, da $tevilne mednarodne dokumente, ki so zapisani glede pravic invalidov v praksi niso
zagotovljene, predvsem socialni polozaj invalidov, revi¢ina, stopnja nezaposlenosti. Zato seveda gre pozdraviti, da je tudi
v tem dokumentu veliko pozornosti namenjene prav zaposlovanju. To je seveda eno glavnih sredstev za polnopravno
vkljucitev invalidov v druzbo. Seveda pa je tu ogromno, ogromno prostora za izboljSave v prakti¢no vsaki drzavi ¢lanici.

Opozarjajo tudi na stagnacijo na podrocju elektronske dostopnosti in tukaj je porocilo jasno, ta razkorak je potrebno
seveda odpraviti. Zelel bi opozoriti tudi na popolno, ali pa pogosto v¢asih, odsotnost celovitih nacionalnih invalidskih
politik. Pri¢a smo predvsem ad hoc ukrepom, do Cesar so kriticne tudi invalidske organizacije. To opazamo tudi v
Sloveniji.

Zavezane obljube na ravni EU so sicer nujne, ampak brez dobre implementacije bodo samo mrtva ¢rka na papirju. Zato
je izjemno pomembno, da je v porocilu posebej izpostavljen akt o dostopnosti, zato seveda je potrebna njegova &im-
prej$nja implementacija, predvsem pa seveda na invalide ne gre pomisliti samo na dan invalidov ali pa ob sprejemanju
takih resolucij, ampak moramo skrbeti en za drugega pravzaprav vse dni v letu.

Tim Aker (EFDD). — Mr President, earlier this year, the nation’s paper of record the Daily Express obtained figures that
showed every week more than 800 Britons are having their disability benefits taken away or cut in half, leaving them
unable to work or support themselves.

Three thousand people per month are having their mobility allowances reduced or cut, which means, in effect, their
cars, scooters or wheelchairs taken away from them. This is the shocking reality of austerity politics in the United
Kingdom - that those who have the least are having their dignity and their humanity stripped away from them.
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On the other hand, however, the British Government is well equipped to find the money to give GBP 1 billion to
Northern Ireland. It's well equipped to find the money for endlessly increasing foreign aid. And, as we know, this
week it has found GBP 40 billion to pay the ransom from this place.

Only when the government changes will things change in the UK. But, as things continue, it is going to get worse and
worse and worse for those who have the least in the United Kingdom.

Gilles Lebreton (ENF). — Monsieur le Président, on peut juger une civilisation a la facon dont elle traite les personnes
les plus vulnérables, notamment les personnes handicapées, et I'Europe a encore beaucoup de progres a faire dans ce
domaine.

Ruza Tomasi¢ (ECR). - Gospodine predsjednice, osobe s invaliditetom jedna su od najranjivijih skupina u drustvu.
Svako odgovorno drustvo ima obvezu svakodnevno raditi na njihovoj boljoj integraciji, podizanju kvalitete Zivota i
suzbijanju stereotipa.

Pozdravljam izvje$ce kolegice Stevens koja je odradila sjajan posao. Posebno ¢u naglasiti onaj dio izvjeséa koji istice usku
povezanost siromastva i socijalne isklju¢enosti osoba s invaliditetom sa socijalnim pravima te ulogama ¢lanova njihove
obitelji koji su Cesto ostavljeni da se sami, bez ikakve naknade i struéne pomodi, brinu za posebno ranjivog ¢lana
obitelji.

Iznimno mi je drago da Hrvatska radi ozbiljne iskorake u ovom podrucju i vjerujem da e ovo i sli¢na izvjes¢a dopri-
nijeti jo§ boljem razumijevanju osoba s invaliditetom te podizanju zajednickih standarda njihove zastite i pomo¢i ¢lano-
vima njihovih obitelji koji se o njima brinu.

Izaskun Bilbao Barandica (ALDE). — Sefior presidente, hace afios, en una reunién sobre servicios sociales, tuve la
suerte de escuchar a una mujer en una silla de ruedas una frase que hizo cambiar mi punto de vista sobre la dis-
capacidad: «Ser diferente no significa ser desigual». Si queremos tener éxito en cualquier politica destinada a mejorar la
vida de los 80 millones de europeos con alguna diversidad funcional, no basta con eliminar la discriminacién. Tenemos
que garantizar a este enorme colectivo el pleno disfrute de sus derechos. No por casualidad ese es, precisamente, el
enfoque de un documento que nos obliga legalmente: la Convencién de las Naciones Unidas sobre los Derechos de las
Personas con Discapacidad.

¢Creen ustedes que, asumiendo esa perspectiva, estarfamos aqui discutiendo si los problemas de accesibilidad deben
resolverse también en los entornos construidos? ;Alguien serfa capaz de defender en voz alta las «excepciones» que
algunos justifican en campos como el de la sanidad, la educaciéon o los servicios sociales? Cualquiera de los aqui
presentes podemos adquirir una diversidad funcional. Ojald que podamos superarla rompiendo moldes.

«Hay gente que nos llama minusvalidos que necesita la luz»: asi de graficamente me explicé un invidente por qué,
cuando la entrada de su casa estaba a oscuras y llamaban a la puerta, sonaba una alarma. Este informe observa la
discapacidad con esa misma forma de mirar: diversa, empdtica. Por eso la apoyo completamente.
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Jodo Pimenta Lopes (GUE/NGL). — Senhor Presidente, a Estratégia Europeia para a Deficiéncia deve ser considerada um
relevante documento orientador nas salvaguardas devidas aos cidaddos com deficiéncia. Registamos, contudo, as criticas
das organizacdes e associagdes de deficientes, expressas também no relatério, ao ambito limitado da estratégia e ao seu
reduzido alcance face a auséncia de financiamentos para a sua implementagio, e por ndo contribuir para os objetivos do
emprego, da inclusdo social e da reducio da pobreza.

Alids, sdo aquelas organizagdes que afirmam igualmente que a ratificacdo da Convenc¢do das Nagdes Unidas sobre os
Direitos das Pessoas com Deficiéncia ndo produziu, até a data, qualquer efeito nas medidas adotadas a nivel europeu.

Por outro lado, reafirmamos que de pouco servirdo estratégias e inten¢des se ndo forem acompanhadas de ruturas com
as politicas da Unido Europeia, que nos anos mais recentes foram responsdveis pelas receitas da austeridade que se
repercutiram dramaticamente sobre os cidaddos com deficiéncia e que promoveram cortes drasticos nos apoios sociais,
no ataque aos servicos publicos, no aumento do desemprego, com consequente aumento da pobreza.

Davor Skrlec (Verts/ALE). — Gospodine predsjednice, prvo se Zelim zahvaliti kolegici Stevens na kontinuiranom i
upornom zalaganju za prava osoba s invaliditetom i podizanju opcle svijest u javnosti o problemima s kojima se te
osobe susrecu.

Puno bismo mogli re¢i o ovom izvjesu. Jako je puno problema i izazova istaknuto koji se nalaze pred svima nama, a ja
bih rekao posebno pred drzavama ¢lanicama. Ali smatram da jedan od tih, znaci pristupacnost, je vrlo vazan u ostva-
rivanju prava osoba s invaliditetom. Pristupacnost kulturnim sadrzajima jer smo svjedoci da jako tesko danas osobe s
invaliditetom mogu do¢i u kazaliste, u kino, na sportska natjecanja. Takoder, pristupa¢nost u javnom prijevozu. Njihova
je mobilnost jako vazna da oni zbilja postanu ravnopravni sudionici u nasem drustvu.

I mozda ono najvaznije, za iduce desetljeCe planiramo jako puno ulozZiti u obnovu zgrada i ne smijemo zaboraviti da ta
obnova treba ukljucivati i liftove, pokretne stepenice jer cemo na taj nacin omoguditi i njihovo ukljucivanje ne samo u
drustvo nego i u kvalitetno stanovanje.

Rolandas Paksas (EFDD). — Kalbédami apie negalios iStiktus Zmones matyt aiskiai turétume sutarti, kad, nepaisant
Salies, fizinés, finansinés galimybés uZtikrinti tinkama tokiy Zmoniy gyvenimo kokybe turéty biti vienodai geros bet
kurioj Europos Sajungos valstybéj. Europos Sajungos 3alyse vis dar apstu segreguojanciy specialiyjy mokykly, specialiy
jmoniy, kuriomis verslas tiktai naudojasi, subsidijomis jdarbinant Zmones su negalia. Bet realiai paZeidzia jy teises j
jdarbinimg atviroje darbo rinkoje. Bitina atskirti nejgalumo imokas nuo finansinés paramos. Atsizvelgiant i papildomos
priezidiros ir kitus nejgaliy asmeny poreikius, kuriy jie gali turéti, tokiu biidu jiems suteikiant galimybes gyventi ory
gyvenimg ir patekti j darbo rinkg. Privalome pasiekti, kad su negalia susijusios pasalpos niekada nebiity nutraukiamos ar
apmokestinamos, nepaisant gaunamy kitos rtisies i§moky. Europos institucijos Siandien isleidZia gerokai daugiau kitiems
tikslams, negu kasmet galéty paremti nejgaliuosius. Tai bent dalj ty léSy paskirkime bitent Siems dalykams.

Dieter-Lebrecht Koch (PPE). — Licbe Kolleginnen und Kollegen! Zunichst einmal mochte ich mich bei der
Berichterstatterin Helga Stevens und den Schattenberichterstattern, insbesondere meinem Kollegen Marek Plura, fiir ihre
ausgezeichnete Arbeit an diesem Dossier bedanken.

Ich denke, mit diesem Bericht ist es gelungen, die bereits erreichten Fortschritte, aber auch die noch bestehenden
Schwachstellen im Bereich der europiischen Politik fiir und mit den Menschen mit Behinderungen aufzuzeigen und
uns neue Ziele fir die Arbeit zu stecken. Wir sollten es zu unserem Grundsatz machen, im Rahmen der alltiglichen
Arbeit stets auf die Rechte und die Bediirfnisse von Menschen mit Behinderungen zu achten und weiter daran zu
arbeiten, dass sich ihre selbstbestimmte Teilhabe in allen Lebensbereichen verbessert. Dabei ist es einfach nur ehrlich,
den Betroffenen klarzumachen, dass es die riesigen Fortschritte nicht iiber Nacht gibt. Wir haben es mit einem
Entwicklungsprozess zu tun.

Ich erinnere mich noch sehr gut: Vor 20 Jahren wurde dieses Thema im Europiischen Parlament noch vollig ausgeblen-
det. Heute sprechen wir iiber eine ganze Strategie zugunsten von Menschen mit spezifischen Bediirfnissen, und das
Thema ist im Bewusstsein aller MAEP angekommen. Ist das nicht ein Erfolg auf ganzer Linie?
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Kritisch sehe ich die Forderung nach einer horizontalen Antidiskriminierungsrichtlinie. Neben vielen anderen Punkten
begriifie ich allerdings die Forderung auflerordentlich, wonach die europaweite Notrufnummer 112 fiir alle Menschen,
auch fiir Menschen mit Behinderung, zugingig gemacht werden muss. Das war mir seit vielen Jahren ein Herzensanlie-
gen.

Brando Benifei (S&D). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, 'Unione europea deve rafforzare il suo ruolo di pro-
motore dei diritti umani. Dobbiamo essere capaci di espandere concretamente le tutele e le garanzie atte a proteggere i
nostri cittadini per dare una dimensione di senso compiuto al nostro progetto comunitario.

La relazione sull’attuazione della strategia europea sulla disabilita fa proprio questo. Il largo consenso per il lavoro della
collega Stevens, ottenuto in commissione per I'occupazione e gli affari sociali, mostra 'impegno di tutti noi eurodepu-
tati. Questa relazione, redatta in stretta cooperazione con le organizzazioni di rappresentanza delle persone con dis-
abilita, definisce gli obiettivi e individua linee guida concrete e sostenibili per un’Europa del futuro, accessibile, inclusiva
e coesa, in cui anche le persone con disabilita, gli anziani e le persone con temporanee limitazioni funzionali siano messi
in condizione di partecipare alla vita sociale, economica e politica della comunita in maniera attiva e indipendente.

Possiamo e dobbiamo fare di pili, a partire dal rafforzamento di sistemi di protezione sociale inclusivi, misure di sos-
tegno all'impiego sul mercato del lavoro, espansione del diritto alla salute, inclusivita nei programmi europei come
Erasmus Plus e Garanzia giovani. L'atto europeo di accessibilita € un primo passo importante e dobbiamo difenderlo.
Fondamentale ¢ anche il ruolo degli enti locali nellimplementare queste politiche, e voglio salutare in tribuna alcuni
sindaci del mio paese, dell'ltalia, del Piemonte, visto che il loro ruolo ¢ fondamentale in questo. A meno di una setti-
mana dalle celebrazioni per la Giornata mondiale delle persone con disabilita, oggi ribadiamo che un’Europa a dimen-
sioni di ciascuno € un’Europa in cui tutti possono stare meglio.

Marek Jurek (ECR). - Panie Przewodniczacy! Wszystkie osoby niepelnosprawne majg prawo do naszej solidarnosci, a
my mamy obowiazek ja $wiadczy¢, bo po to istnieje spoleczefistwo, zeby pomagaé tym, ktérzy sa w potrzebie. Ale
zaprzeczeniem tego jest kwestionowanie prawa, najbardziej fundamentalnego prawa oséb niepelnosprawnych, to znaczy
prawa do tego, zeby si¢ urodzié.

Niedawno we Francji wladze panstwa francuskiego podjely decyzje odmawiajaca statusu reklamy spolecznej, odmawia-
jaca prawa do solidarnosci reklamie spolecznej pokazujacej dzieci z zespolem Downa méwiace o swoim szczeSliwym
zyciu, méwigce o mitosci, ktdrej doswiadczaja, o szczgsciu, poniewaz — jak to ogloszono — ta reklama ranitaby kobiety,
ktére podjely inng legalng decyzje.

Niestety w podobna polityke wpisuja si¢ réwniez decyzje tego Parlamentu, ktéry na poprzednim posiedzeniu zaatakowat
polska spoleczng, zaznaczam, spoleczna inicjatywe ustawodawcza dotyczaca prawa do urodzenia si¢ dzieci niepelnos-
prawnych. Czas, zeby Unia Europejska zmienita te polityke, bo jest to zaprzeczenie tych intencji, ktére oficjalnie dekla-
ruje.

Anténio Marinho e Pinto (ALDE). — Senhor Presidente, Senhora Comissaria, a solidariedade é hoje, nas sociedades
modernas, um imperativo politico dos Estados de Direito democraticos. Ndo ¢, como fora no passado, a expressio de
sentimentos religiosos motivados por crencas individuais, mas sim uma obrigacdo coletiva de contetido essencialmente
ético.

A solidariedade emerge de um principio de corresponsabilidade social, segundo a qual, numa comunidade humana,
todos somos responsaveis por todos. Ndo é assim de estranhar que ela tenha vindo a ocupar um lugar de destaque no
quadro das iniciativas legislativas da propria Unido Europeia. E, pois, neste contexto que deve ser enquadrada a
Estratégia Europeia para a Deficiéncia.

Que uma pessoa com deficiéncia seja, mercé dessa circunstancia, diferente é um facto! Mas que ela nunca se sinta
diminuida na sua condigio de cidadi implica uma responsabilidade para todos os outros cidaddos e, sobretudo, para
os poderes ptiblicos.

De tudo isso decorre a emergéncia para os cidaddos deficientes de um conjunto de direitos que se estruturam como polo
sinalagmadtico de outros tantos deveres do Estado e da sociedade em geral.
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Fazer com que esse universo de direitos tenha na Unido Europeia um efetivo contetido normativo é uma obrigacio
juridico-politica que depende, essencialmente, deste Parlamento, mas que esses direitos ndo sejam reduzidos a ornamen-
tos proclamatdrios dos preambulos legislativos ou a flores de retérica dos discursos politicos, mas tenham sentido e
utilidade préticos para os cidaddos deficientes, depende de todos os cidaddos da Unido.

Katefina Koneénd (GUE/NGL). - Jsem bytostné pfesvédcena, Ze sila spole¢nosti se urcuje mimo jiné i podle toho,
kterak se chové k tém v tézké Zivotn{ situaci. Osoby se zdravotnim postiZenim béhem svého Zivota Celi mnoha piekaz-
kim a je dkolem soliddrni spolecnosti jim pomdhat v jejich odstranovdni. Jadrem strategie pro pomoc osobdm se
zdravotnim postizenim proto musi byt rovnost a zdkaz diskriminace. Jak v otdzce pfistupu ke zdravotni pédi, tak
v piistupu k praci, vzdélani, socidlni ochrané apod. Zapominat bychom neméli ale ani na ty, ktef{ jim se zaji§ténim
lepsich podminek pomdahaji, a to na rodinné piislusniky. Ti jsou velmi casto neplaceni pecovatelé.

Osobné si totiz velmi vazim vsech, kteff ddvaji velmi fyzicky a psychicky ndro¢nou pomoc svym rodinnym pifislusnikéim
se zdravotnim postiZenim. Dadmy a panové, pecujme o osoby v tézké Zivotni situaci, nebot jinak nemtize mluvit o
civiliza¢nich hodnotéch.

Mireille D’Ornano (EFDD). — Monsieur le Président, le handicap est un sujet bien trop sérieux pour que l'on se con-
tente de longues et récurrentes déclarations d'intention. Aussi, japprouve totalement la volonté d’appliquer dans les
meilleurs délais les principes de la convention des Nations Unies relative aux droits des personnes handicapées.

En outre, des réglementations et lois nationales existent déja. Cest donc dans chaque Etat qu'il convient de veiller 2 leur
application effective.

A ce titre, la Commission européenne sera difficilement crédible pour appeler a renforcer, par exemple, les obligations
légales d’accessibilité aux batiments publics, quand on connait l'austérité budgétaire que Bruxelles impose a un certain
nombre d’Etats membres.

Bien que ce rapport soit assez complet, il est regrettable quaucune mention ne soit faite de la mobilité des personnes
handicapées au quotidien. On aurait pu rappeler limportance des aides financieres a l'adaptation des véhicules, ou
encore de la promotion du covoiturage en entreprise entre personnes valides et handicapées.

Michaela Sojdrovd (PPE). — Mr President, colleagues, rapporteur Helga Stevens, I am convinced that we have to
improve the living conditions of people with disabilities. I admire how they are able to overcome obstacles, but they
still need to be helped.

The key areas are education and employment, that is to say the accessibility of services that enable integration.
Involvement in work for disabled people has a positive impact on other aspects of their life and it leads to greater
financial and social independence. Employment also simplifies integration and helps to overcome prejudices by society.
Therefore, some of the facts mentioned in the report concern me. For example, in some Member States, the work of
people with disabilities is not sufficiently valued. Certainly, we understand that they have to develop much more energy
to meet their performance targets and do not always achieve the required results, so we should appreciate their efforts
and ensure they have decent working conditions.

A precondition for integration is equality-inclusive education. That is why I gladly accept the concrete provisions of the
report, including Erasmus+ and other youth programmes being accessible to disabled people.

It is important to make life easier for people with disabilities through national activities, especially where the EU’s role is
limited, such as in the area of social security.
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Sion Simon (S&D). — Mr President, I would like to congratulate Ms Stevens both for this report and for all the work
that she does on behalf of people with disabilities. There are 13 million people in the United Kingdom with disabilities,
a disproportionately high number of whom live in the West Midlands, only 3.4 million of whom work. In the United
Kingdom you are twice as likely to be unemployed if you are disabled and, if you are not working or not able to work,
you are increasingly unlikely to be supported by the welfare system. The switch in the UK to universal credit is having a
catastrophic effect on disabled people in just the way that this report talks about in point 61, in point 71, in recital A.

But we in these institutions are also not good at dealing with disability and are in no place to lecture. I wrote to the
European Commission in September 2015 asking how many disabled people it employs and the answer is you don't
know, because you don’t collect the information. You do an anonymous survey of less than half your staff and it is not
good enough!

Csaba Ségor (PPE). — Mr President, persons with disabilities are denied many of their fundamental rights each day. They
suffer from indirect or direct discrimination when they are excluded from society, from work, or even the environment
around them. Their labour market access is dismal and often they are directed towards benefit schemes instead of
receiving the support needed to enter the workforce. As the report rightly points out, this happens despite the fact
that the overall cost of keeping persons with disabilities out of the labour market is higher than including them in the
workplace.

Unfortunately, instead of improvements, there are still instances in the EU where backward steps are taken. Recently, the
Romanian Government adopted an emergency decree which removed the option for companies to compensate non-
compliance with Romania’s current quota law for employment for persons with disabilities by buying products from
protective employment units. This cost the jobs and livelihood of most of the around 2 000 persons with disabilities
working in sheltered employment and the existence of 740 employment and work services for persons with disabilities.

This happened in a country where the employment and activity rates for people with disabilities were already well below
the EU average.

Situations like these make it imperative for us to maximise the implementation of the UNCRPD, improve EU coordina-
tion and urgently put in place support measures in all EU Member States.

Soledad Cabez6n Ruiz (S&D). — Sefior presidente, tener una estrategia en la Unidén Europea sobre discapacidad es
importante, pero ser ambicioso con ella y su cumplimiento lo es mds.

Quiero comenzar recordando que, a dia de hoy, no tenemos una definicién ni criterios armonizados en la Unién
Europea sobre lo que realmente es una discapacidad —unos criterios que nos permitan establecer indicadores y datos
comparables y, con ello, poner en marcha una estrategia claramente integral para trabajar con la discapacidad—, lo que,
ademds, genera desigualdad entre los Estados miembros.

Debo mencionar la cuestion de género: de nuevo, una vez mds, el eslabén débil en la discapacidad también son las
mujeres. Necesitamos una verdadera perspectiva de género en todas las politicas sobre la discapacidad en la Unién
Europea, y me permitirfa proponer que los Fondos Estructurales se utilicen de forma especifica para financiar proyectos
en este dmbito.

Y, finalmente, querrfa pedir una mayor atencién para los nifios con discapacidad y los discapacitados intelectuales: son
personas que, de entrada, ya tienen la primera barrera, que es poder expresar cudles son sus problemas.

Krzysztof Hetman (PPE). — Panie Przewodniczacy! W Unii Europejskiej zyje az 80 milionéw oséb z niepelnospraw-
nosciami. Nie mozemy pozwoli¢ na to, by osoby te nie mogly w pelni korzysta¢ z przynaleznych im praw obywatels-
kich. Pomimo ze prace nad zwigkszeniem dostgpnosci oraz lepszym wilaczeniem spotecznym oséb niepelnosprawnych
postepuja, w dalszym ciggu pozostaje jeszcze znaczny obszar, ktéry wymaga poprawy. Musimy szybko i skutecznie
zakoniczy¢ prace nad europejskim aktem w sprawie dostepnosci, aby ulatwi¢ osobom z niepelnosprawnosciami dostep
do produktéw i ustug, a tym samym umozliwi¢ im samodzielne i godne zycie.
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Szczeg6lnie istotne sa tez dzialania na rzecz zwigkszania zatrudnienia os6b z niepelnosprawnosciami, gdyz w dalszym
ciagu problem bezrobocia w tej grupie spolecznej jest znaczacy. W moim przekonaniu sytuacja ta moze ulec zmianie
poprzez odpowiednie zachety dla pracodawcéw, wspieranie tworzenia przedsigbiorstw spolecznych czy tez tworzenie
elastycznych i integracyjnych warunkéw pracy.

Zwigkszenie zatrudnienia oséb niepelnosprawnych jest réwniez mozliwe poprzez zapewnienie dobrej jakosci edukacji
wlgczajacej juz od najmlodszych lat. W tym aspekcie nalezy unikaé polityki segregacji, jak réwniez eliminowaé bariery
architektoniczne i komunikacyjne. Ponadto z uwagi na wysoki odsetek niepelnosprawnych przedwczesnie koniczacych
nauke nalezy zapewni¢ szeroki wachlarz programéw uczenia si¢ przez cale Zycie.

Biljana Borzan (S&D). — Gospodine predsjednice, u Europskoj uniji Zivi vise od 80 milijuna osoba s invaliditetom, a
viSe od polovice njih su Zene. Njima je hitno potrebno pristupacno okruZenje bez predrasuda. Unato¢ brojnim medu-
narodnim konvencijama i odredbama europskog prava, ukljucujuci i postojecu Europsku strategiju za osobe s invalidi-
tetom, osobe s invaliditetom i dalje ne ostvaruju u potpunosti svoja gradanska i socijalna prava.

Zelim takoder upozoriti da velik broj slabo pokretnih osoba i osoba s invaliditetom u Europskoj uniji Zivi u visekatnim
zgradama bez liftova. Ti su ljudi zatocenici svojih stanova i Cesto im je jedina alternativa institucionalizacija. Pozivam
drzave ¢lanice da iskoriste Europska i nacionalna sredstva koja su im na raspolaganju i olaksaju tim ljudima Zivot.

Zaklju¢no, pristupacnost i nediskriminacija osoba s invaliditetom se treba promovirati kroz strukturne fondove
Europske unije.

Lara Comi (PPE). — Signor Presidente, complimenti anche per litaliano, quindi la ringrazio doppiamente, e ringrazio
anche la signora Commissario con la quale abbiamo sempre collaborato molto bene, onorevoli colleghi, io una delle
domande che mi porrei € se 'Europa € una comunita che puo definirsi davvero civile, se ¢ sufficiente parlare di liberta di
parola, di movimento, di espressione e di voto, e se questo & solamente tutto il concetto della civilta.

Io mi trovo qui oggi anche a ringraziare i sindaci che sono sempre vicini, in particolar modo, ai cittadini con difficolta e
abbiamo proprio qui in plenaria 'Associazione nazionale dei piccoli comuni, che a volte hanno veramente poche risorse
per poter aiutare coloro che veramente sono in difficolta, eliminare tutte le barriere architettoniche ma anche dare loro
un aiuto.

Permettetemi di concludere il mio intervento ricordando veramente una ragazza, una ragazza italiana che si chiama
llaria Bidini, che proprio per la sua disabilita ha subito atti di bullismo. Questa ragazza ha ottenuto il titolo di
Cavaliere della Repubblica italiana per il suo coraggio. E una ragazza che ha reagito davanti alla vergogna, devo dire, e
all'indecenza di commenti, di accuse, di minacce e di insulti di giovani, ma non solo di giovani, per il fatto di essere
disabile. Per la sua grande forza, io oggi posso dire «Je suis Ilaria», perché ¢ l'esempio di come bisogna reagire. La felicita
non ha barriere architettoniche.

Francesc Gambiis (PPE). — Sefior presidente, sefiora comisaria, quisiera agradecer, en primer lugar, el trabajo realizado
por la ponente y quisiera animarles a una reflexién. Los legisladores debemos dejar de pensar, de una vez por todas, que
las politicas publicas en relacion con la discapacidad son unas politicas sectoriales, para transformarlas en politicas
universales.

En Europa hoy son 80 millones las personas que conviven con algtn tipo de discapacidad, pero potencialmente somos
los 500 millones de ciudadanos europeos quienes algiin dia podemos tener que hacer frente a ello. Demasiadas veces
afrontamos nuestro dia a dia como si fuésemos perfectos e indestructibles, olvidando nuestro carcter humano y, por
tanto, fragil.

Insisto: la futura Estrategia Europea sobre Discapacidad debe tener la ambicién de ser universal, no sectorial, siendo
clave la accesibilidad en todos los dmbitos de nuestro dia a dia, en casa, en el trabajo, en los transportes, en las calles
y en todos y cada uno de los aspectos cotidianos, para garantizar la independencia vital a la que tiene derecho toda
persona.

Ivica Toli¢ (PPE). — Gospodine predsjednice, Cestitke gospodi Stevens i potpora ovom sveobuhvatnom izvjescu.
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Prije svega je vaZno zaista osigurati pristupacnost, §to je temeljno nacelo i osnovni preduvjet za ostvarivanje svih drugih
prava osoba s invaliditetom sadrzanih u Konvenciji UN-a. Nedavno sam sudjelovao u zdravstvenom simpoziju stopos-
totnih hrvatskih ratnih vojnih invalida na kojem smo zaklju¢no upravo definirali pitanja pristupacnosti u podrudju
informacijskih i komunikacijskih tehnologija, podru¢ju svih vrsta usluga, javnim institucijama i ostalim podrugjima iz
okruzenja.

Takoder je pitanje iskaznica Europske unije za osobe s invaliditetom ocijenjeno kao vrlo vazno, zakljucujuéi kako je
potrebno $to prije pilot-projekt u kojem sudjeluje samo osam zemalja ¢lanica Europske unije proSiriti na sve zemlje
¢lanice, kao i parkirne karte Europske unije.

Vazno je nadalje primjenjivati nacelo uzajamnog priznavanja invaliditeta u svim drzavama clanicama.

Na kraju, vazno je stalno ulagati u kvalitetu ortopedskih pomagala te osigurati pristupacnost kvalitetnih pomagala za sve
gradane s invaliditetom. NuZne su i promjene u zemljama ¢lanicama kako bi koli¢ina ortopedskih pomagala bila pitanje
specijalista, a ne pravilnika.

Patricija Sulin (PPE). — Evropska strategija o invalidnosti nosi pomembno sporoilo, saj doloca strategijo za okrepitev
vloge invalidov, tako da lahko v celoti uZivajo svoje pravice in sodelujejo v druzbi in gospodarstvu enako kot drugi. Za
najboljSe izvajanje strategije morajo institucije in drzave Evropske unije sodelovati in s tem krepiti zavest o teZavah,
povezanih z invalidnostjo.

Po oceni Zveze delovnih invalidov Slovenije in Statisti‘nega urada Republike Slovenije je invalidov v Sloveniji
med 160.000 in 170.000. Veliki vecini zdravje ne dopusca, da bi delali, tisti, ki bi lahko, pa jih ve¢ kot tretjina ne
more najti sluzbe, zato so odvisni od drzavne pomoci, ki je zelo majhna, zato jih veliko Zivi pod pragom revicine.

7500 Slovencev, ki prejema invalidsko pokojnino, je le-ta niZja od 300 evrov na mesec. Sicer drzava tem ljudem
omogoca pridobitev varstvenega dodatka, vendar viSina celotnega mesecnega zneska znasa nekako 450 evrov, kar je
vsekakor pod pragom revicine. Za invalide mora celotna druzba narediti ve¢, ne glede na dolocila evropske strategije.

Monika Befiovd (S&D). — Vazeny pan predsedajiici, postihnuti spoluob¢ania sa v Eurdpskej tnii stdle musia borit s
mnozstvom problémov a situdcii, ktoré im prindsa kazdodenny Zivot.

Pre prava osob so zdravotnym postihnutim je dolezity dohovor, ktory st ¢lenské Stity povinné ¢o najskdr v celom
rozsahu implementovat.

Caterina Chinnici (S&D). - Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, signora Commissario, la relazione di cui oggi si
discute evidenzia le numerose criticita che ancora oggi ostacolano la piena e paritaria partecipazione dei disabili nella
societd moderna e nel mondo del lavoro. Ringrazio la collega Stevens per il suo lavoro e apprezzo molto che abbia
inserito nella relazione specifiche disposizioni a tutela dei bambini disabili, che di fatto purtroppo spesso vengono
esclusi dal sistema educativo a causa di ostacoli giuridici e organizzativi.

Considero di fondamentale importanza che i bambini e i ragazzi con disabilita ricevano non solo un’educazione e una
formazione professionale di qualita, ma anche ogni necessario sostegno da parte delle istituzioni volto alla promozione
dell'occupabilita. A tal proposito, sono convinta che le istituzioni europee abbiano il dovere di assicurare che i pro-
grammi dedicati ai giovani, e fra questi Erasmus e la Garanzia giovani, siano pienamente accessibili a tutti i ragazzi
disabili e costituiscano uno strumento essenziale per la loro partecipazione e integrazione. E necessario che 'Unione,
attraverso l'attuazione della strategia europea sulla disabilita, dia un segnale forte a tutti gli Stati membri in materia di
solidarieta e inclusione.

Nicola Caputo (S&D). - Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, le persone con disabilita hanno pari diritti, tra cui quelli
inalienabili alla dignita, alla parita di trattamento, a una vita indipendente e alla piena partecipazione alla vita sociale, ma
troppo spesso si trovano ad affrontare discriminazioni e ostacoli nell’esercizio dei propri diritti.

La strategia europea sulla disabilita prevede aree di intervento strettamente interconnesse e, proprio perché intercon-
nesse, se non raggiungiamo risultati soddisfacenti in tutti gli ambiti non potremo dire di averla pienamente compiuta. Va
innescato un circolo virtuoso in grado di valorizzare pienamente le potenzialita della persona, favorendo la vita indi-
pendente e la piena inclusione delle persone con disabilita e facendone un elemento positivo e produttivo anche all'in-
terno del contesto lavorativo.
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Particolarmente importante ¢ il riferimento al «dopo di noi», una strategia di assistenza delle persone con disabilita gravi
dopo il decesso dei loro cari. E un aspetto della cura del disabile particolarmente delicato, che il mio paese sta gia
attuando e che la civilissima Europa, avanguardia dei diritti nel mondo, non poteva e non pud ignorare.

Marianne Thyssen, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, [ would like to finish by thanking you for today’s con-
structive discussion and for your valuable remarks. It shows the European Parliament’s strong commitment to the
implementation of the United Nations Convention. The objectives of our European Disability Strategy remain fully
relevant and we are committed to complete its actions before 2020.

By 2020 it is expected that one European citizen in five will experience a degree of disability. The challenge is not
becoming smaller, all the more reason to start our reflection on Europe’s approach to implement the UN Convention
after 2020. In 2018 1 will launch an external independent evaluation of the outcomes of the current strategy. At the
same time, we will ensure a structured process to collect the views of stakeholders and citizens. Your resolution is an
important contribution to define and elaborate the post-2020 scenario and I count on your continued involvement.

Helga Stevens, Rapporteur. — 1k wil de schaduwrapporteurs en de collega’s hartelijk danken voor hun constructieve input
in dit debat van vandaag. Wij gaan er allemaal mee akkoord dat Europa toegankelijker moet worden op alle domeinen
die echt belangrijk zijn voor ons allemaal en dus niet alleen voor personen met een beperking, maar voor ons allemaal.
Dat betekent toegankelijk onderwijs, tewerkstelling, opleiding, openbaar vervoer, noem maar op, ruimtelijke ordening,
winkels, media, internet, goederen en diensten. Erasmus-+ wil ik er ook bij vernoemen.

We mogen niet vergeten dat zowel de Europese Unie als bijna alle Europese lidstaten het Verdrag voor mensen met een
handicap geratificeerd hebben. Maar dat is niet voldoende. Er moet ook actie volgen.

Hier in dit huis zijn er al veel mooie woorden geuit over gelijke kansen, gelijke rechten voor personen met een beper-
king en ook over het belang van inclusie voor elke persoon met een beperking. Vele lidstaten erkennen dit, maar laten
we eerlijk zijn: als we kijken naar de Verenigde Staten, moeten wij ook de hand in eigen boezem durven steken en
durven erkennen dat wij enorm achterop hinken. In de Verenigde Staten kunnen personen met een beperking gerust
naar school gaan, een job aanvaarden, met ondersteuning kunnen ze een winkel binnenstappen, of de bank. Ze kunnen
naar de cinema, naar een museum, naar een sportstadion; het lijstje is eindeloos. Zij kunnen dat doen zonder barriéres.

Maar als wij kijken naar Europa, dan is de situatie soms huilen met de pet op. Vele mensen kunnen er hier alleen maar
van dromen. Kijk naar Brussel, naar Antwerpen, kijk naar Parijs, kijk naar Berlijn: niet toegankelijk!

Waarom die achterstand hier in vergelijking met de Verenigde Staten? Ik denk dat we ambitieuzer moeten zijn. Personen
met een beperking worden in Europa nog steeds geconfronteerd met heel wat obstakels. In de Verenigde Staten zijn die
al lang weggewerkt. Waarom kan dit hier nog niet? Waarom zijn die barriéres er nog? Horen die mensen er niet bij dan?
Ik denk dat we de problemen onder ogen moeten durven zien.

Jullie weten dat 3 december de internationale dag is voor personen met een beperking. Vandaar mijn vraag aan jullie: sta
eens één dag in de schoenen van die mensen. Blinddoek je ogen, stop oordopjes in je oren, leen eens een rolstoel en
kom mij dan achteraf eens vertellen hoe het komt dat personen met een beperking nog steeds geconfronteerd worden
met tal van barrieres. Wij kunnen het verschil maken voor hen in Europa. Niet alleen woorden, maar ook daden!

Door mijn verslag goed te keuren kunnen we aandringen op de uitvoering ervan in de lidstaten en in de Raad en de
Commissie. Ik denk dat we een duidelijk signaal moeten geven aan de Commissie, de Raad en de lidstaten dat iedereen
meetelt. Ook personen met een beperking zijn volwaardige burgers in Europa!

Isabella Adinolfi (EFDD), per iscritto. — Il tema della disabilita ¢ fondamentale. Nonostante i grandi passi avanti com-
piuti, anche grazie alle nuove tecnologie e alla digitalizzazione, molto ancora resta da fare per garantire una effettiva
implementazione dei diritti fondamentali dei disabili. A questo proposito, una strategia europea consentendo un profi-
cuo scambio di esperienze e buone pratiche, puo apportare dei miglioramenti concreti per tutti quei Paesi europei che
ancora hanno molto da fare in questo campo. Credo che il ruolo dello Stato e delle Istituzioni quando parliamo di
persone affette da disabilita, ed in special modo dei giovani, debba infatti essere un ruolo attivo. Non ¢ concepibile
che le famiglie e le stesse persone affette da disabilita vengano abbandonate a se stesse e debbano fare fronte da sole a
tutti i problemi e le difficolta. Servono cosi gesti concreti, come per esempio la ratifica, che sembra avverra a breve, da
parte dell'Unione europea del Trattato di Marrakech, il quale mira a facilitare I'accesso e lo scambio transfrontaliero di
opere accessibili per le persone non vedenti o affette da altre patologie visive. Solo con politiche ed azioni concrete le
Istituzioni possono essere credibili e non sbandierando slogan vuoti, buoni solo a sentirsi a posto con la propria cos-
cienza che perd non portano alcun aiuto concreto a chi si trova in difficolta.

Ignazio Corrao (EFDD), per iscritto. — I miei complimenti alla collega Stevens per 'ottimo lavoro svolto. Purtroppo pero
i buoni propositi messi nello scrivere, su come la strategia per la disabilita debba diventare universalmente risolutiva,
spesso si scontrano con le realta ad esempio del mio. La sussistenza di barriere architettoniche nelle scuole € una con-
dizione che impedisce a molti bambini di accedere alle proprie aule, precludendogli la possibilita di poter studiare con i
propri compagni. Ad oggi le figure professionali in grado di accompagnare i bambini, oltre a non essere regolamentate,
molto spesso non sono neanche professionalmente adatte alle esigenze dei bambini disabili. L'accesso al lavoro e le
vergognose condizioni in cui si trovano molti lavoratori con disabilita, vittime di discriminazione e ingiusti licenzia-
menti, sono ancora una triste realta, per non parlare del concetto di deistituzionalizzazione, ovvero la possibilita di
poter decidere come poter disporre della propria condizione di disabilita, concetto ancora oggi sconosciuto dalle mie
parti. Questa ¢ la prova che non siamo ancora pronti come societa ad accogliere la disabilita semplicemente come una
condizione comune e universalmente accettata.

Auspico un rilancio istituzionale e civile in tale direzione.

Jodo Ferreira (GUE/NGL), por escrito. — As questdes da deficiéncia s3o centrais na construcdo de sociedades justas,
soliddrias, desenvolvidas. A Convengdo das Nacdes Unidas sobre os Direitos das Pessoas com Deficiéncia estabelece
medidas de base técnica e politica que merecem o nosso apoio. A Estratégia Europeia para a Deficiéncia deve também
ser considerada um relevante documento orientador para a salvaguarda dos direitos dos cidaddos com deficiéncia. Mas
se o papel tudo aguenta, o que é necessario e faz falta é transportar os bons principios e orientagdes ali inscritos para a
realidade concreta na vida das pessoas com deficiéncia. E aqui é infelizmente muito o que estd por fazer, como vém
denunciando as organizagdes e associagdes de deficientes. A ratificacgdo da Convengdo das Nagdes Unidas sobre os
Direitos das Pessoas com Deficiéncia ndo produziu, até a data, qualquer efeito nas medidas adotadas a nivel europeu.
Destaque-se a auséncia de financiamentos para a implementacdo da Estratégia Europeia. Financiamentos que ndo vio
faltando para outras dreas, como a escalada militarista e armamentista em curso na UE. Acresce que de pouco servirdo
estratégias e boas intengdes se umas e outras ndo forem acompanhadas de imprescindiveis ruturas com as politicas da
UE, que eternizam a dita austeridade e se repercutem dramaticamente sobre os cidaddos com deficiéncia e suas con-
digdes de vida.

Lidia Joanna Geringer de Oedenberg (S&D), in writing. — There are up to 80 million people with disabilities in the EU
facing challenges in education and employment on a daily basis. Only 48% of persons with disabilities are actively
involved in the labour market and only 28% have finished higher education. The Members of the European Parliament
call upon the EU co-legislators to approve the European accessibility act without further delay as a key part of the
European Disability Strategy. Inaccessibility causes exclusion from various areas, including culture or transport, and
thus limits the possibilities of social engagement. In order to effectively fight segregation in education, participation in
the EU programmes, such as Erasmus+ or the Youth Guarantee, should be granted. Furthermore, I call on the
Commission to encourage the uninvolved Member States to join the EU Disability Card project, which secures equal
access to benefits for people with disabilities across the EU. A high level of awareness is crucial to fully benefiting from
the support programmes. Therefore, the local authorities should guarantee the maximum access for people with dis-
abilities to documents and services. I hope the EU institutions will take the lead and ensure that all their websites are
adjusted to the needs of visually impaired people.
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Krystyna Lybacka (S&D), na pismie. — W kontekscie sprawozdania dotyczacego wdrazania europejskiej strategii w
sprawie niepelnosprawno$ci zwracam uwage na trzy kwestie zwigzane z moja dzialalnoscig w Komisji Kultury
i Edukacji.

Po pierwsze, biorgc pod uwage wysoki odsetek 0s6b niepelnosprawnych, ktére konczg nauke przedwezesnie, konieczne
jest rozszerzenie oferty ksztalcenia ustawicznego ze szczegdlnym uwzglednieniem ksztalcenia na odleglosé, w tym e-
learningu.

Ponadto, kluczowe sa dzialania na rzecz ulatwienia mobilnosci osobom niepelnosprawnym, w tym zapewnienie im
mozliwosci: korzystania z karty niepelnosprawno$ci we wszystkich krajach UE, przenoszenia uprawnien i $wiadczen
socjalnych oraz odpowiedniego wsparcia finansowego dla mobilno$ci w ramach programu Erasmus+.

Finalnie, w $lad za sprawozdaniem apeluj¢ o zapewnienie mlodym osobom niepelnosprawnym dostepu do wysokiej
jakosci stazy i praktyk oraz ich wigkszego wsparcia w poszukiwaniu zatrudnienia, wykorzystujac przy tym europejskie

programy i inicjatywy.

Dominique Martin (ENF), par écrit. — Ce texte a pour objectif une absence totale de discrimination pour les handicapés
dans le cadre d’'une Europe «sans entrave», avec des actions en deux temps: 2017-2020 puis 2020-2030.

Je soutiens évidemment, dans le principe, une telle démarche. Mais il ne faut pas étre dupe, ce texte a une tout autre
portée: la création d’'un marché concernant 120 millions de personnes, dépassant les 30 milliards d’euros! Je tiens
personnellement, étant handicapé victime de déficience visuelle, a ce que ce sujet ne soit pas instrumentalisé.

Par ailleurs, je déplore les difficultés sémantiques que rencontre le texte sur la définition du handicap. En effet, le
handicap est la somme des déficits fonctionnels et/ou cognitifs et non pas, comme le prétend le texte, la somme des
obstacles que la société doit lever pour que le handicapé ait une vie normale.

Aussi, je déplore que ce texte aboutisse a une cacophonie normative et plus largement, qu’il instrumentalise la problé-
matique du handicap et des handicapés pour justifier des marchés captifs.

Alfred Sant (S&D), in writing. — In the aftermath of 2008 economic crisis, austerity policies forced Member States to
cut expenditure for care and support services for people with disabilities. In the same period, the Commission developed
a ten-year Strategy for people with disabilities, to better protect them and to align the EU with international standards.
These principles and guidance in the Strategy hardly match the budgetary cuts under the Stability and Growth Pact.
Notwithstanding, at half of its life span, most Member States, likewise the government in Malta, are implementing the
Disability Strategy through measures intended for every person with a disability to become an active citizen, with better
opportunities in the labour market and better access to educational experience and social protection. The principles and
guidance are well embraced across the EU, but the reality is that their full implementation is still hindered by strict
budgetary rules. Under the impetus of Juncker's Commission there is a genuine recognition that the European project
needs to put vigour back into its social dimension. My view is that in the 2020-2030 Strategy, the Commission should
build on what has been already achieved at national level and include investments obligation for Member States to boost
social services and infrastructures.
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Monika Smolkové (S&D), pisomne. — V Eurdpskej tnii (EU) Zije priblizne 80 miliénov 0sob so zdravotnym postihnu-
tim, z ktorych 46 milibnov tvoria Zeny.

Claudiu Ciprian Tadndsescu (S&D), in scris. — Se cunoaste faptul cd persoanele cu dizabilitdti sunt persoanele care au
incapacitati fizice, mentale, intelectuale sau senzoriale pe termen lung, care, in interactiune cu diferite bariere, pot
impiedica participarea lor totald si efectivd la viata sociald, in conditii de egalitate cu ceilalti. Elementele centrale ale
Strategiei europene pentru persoanele cu dizabilitdti sunt egalitatea si nediscriminarea, deoarece persoanele cu dizabilititi
se confruntd cu obstacole suplimentare §i cu multiple forme de discriminare si stigmatizare. Persoanele cu dizabilititi au
nevoi complexe, suferind de lipsi de sprijin, de protectie, de comunicare si de informare cu privire la serviciile si
drepturile lor.

Cum aceste persoane au venituri mai reduse, cheltuieli mai mari si o ratd mai ridicati a somajului, se impune adoptarea
unor misuri de discriminare pozitivd, inclusiv adoptarea unor procente minime de angajare a persoanelor cu dizabilititi
in sectorul public si in cel privat. Astfel, cele aproximativ 80 de milioane de persoane din UE care nu pot, deseori, sd
participe din plin la viata sociald si economicd din cauza barierelor fizice si comportamentale vor putea beneficia de
sanse egale si de o reald incluziune si participare sociala.

Indrek Tarand (Verts/ALE), in writing. — While equality and non-discrimination are at the core of the Disability
Strategy, we must not forget that there still is a long way to go, and that every day that we have not achieved the
goals is a day where disabled people are in effect unequal. Simple things that the rest of us take for granted in our
everyday lives remain out of reach for people with disabilities. While I welcome the progress that has been made, I
remain deeply disappointed that to this day the Marrakech Treaty has not been fully ratified and implemented by the
contracting parties, even though it was adopted in 2013. We must be significantly more ambitious in securing the rights
of a group of people who are among the most vulnerable in our society.

Claudia Tapardel (S&D), in writing. — There are an estimated 80 million persons with disabilities in the EU, of whom
more than half are women. They all have equal rights in all fields of life and are entitled to inalienable dignity, equal
treatment, independent living and autonomy. It is therefore important that the European institutions fight against all
forms of discrimination and provide for equal participation of persons with disabilities in society. Consequently, it is
commendable that we have made important steps forward and I am also happy to see Parliament taking this ambitious
view in the present report. After recently acceding to the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities —
and implementing the first European Disability Strategy — I agree that we are more than ever under pressure to offer
better conditions to our citizens. From the transport perspective, we need to do more, so that those in need can enjoy
seamless, accessible and independent travel. This is in accordance with the EU Treaties that guarantee the right to free
movement for all citizens, and refers to everything from the designing of transport vehicles and stations, to providing
assistance from the point of departure to the point of arrival at the final destination of a disabled passenger.

As we see, EU commit-
ments for 2018 will be around EUR 160.1 billion, whereas the factual payments are set up at EUR 144.7 billion. In
addition, I fully approve the fact that the following year, more resources will be allocated towards enhancing growth,
competitiveness and economic cohesion, with initiatives such as the Youth Employment Initiative, and strengthening
other fields such as security. I especially support the allocation of an additional EUR 120 million for the Youth
Employment Initiative, as well as (I highlight) an allocation of an additional EUR 3 million for strategic communication.
I believe these, and other sections of the budget, more or less reflect the EU priorities for the next year.

There
is never a reduction. Now, I could rage about this from the point of view of the hard-pressed taxpayer, but to be honest,
that is not going to be Britain's problem for much longer. Let me, instead, make the observation that these kinds of
increases in budget represent a massive misallocation of resources. Every euro spent by EU institutions is a euro not
being spent by somebody closer to the ground, with a better sense of what is the optimum way of using capital — and
thus does productivity and competitiveness fall across the Union. What is our response? It is to allocate more money to
boost competitiveness. Was it Mark Twain who said that if all you have is a hammer, pretty much everything starts to
look like a nail? Is it not at least possible that our citizens might flourish if we taxed them less? As Oliver Cromwell
once said, ‘T beseech you, in the bowels of Christ, think it possible you may be mistaken’.

Miguel Urbidn Crespo (GUE/NGL). — Sefiora presidenta, hemos votado justamente a favor de este informe porque
creemos que es fundamental condenar la coalicién dirigida por Arabia Saudi, respaldada por Estados Unidos y com-
puesta por Emiratos Arabes, Baréin, Kuwait, Jordania, Marruecos, Sudan... que es la principal causa y causante de las
muertes de civiles en Yemen.

Andrejs Mamikins (S&D). - Madam President, Saudi Arabia hates their opponents in Yemen; we know the situation,
and now the European position is rather strange. On the one hand, Europe is horrified by the humanitarian situation in
Yemen, and on the other hand, some European countries sell weapons to Saudi Arabia.

This is unacceptable, and I am really happy that today we had a majority of Members who voted in favour of embargo.
This is really very important. Dear colleagues, we should choose to adhere to our European values and principles or to
extract a commercial interest from this war, and we cannot combine these. Of course, I voted in favour of this report
and resolution.

Sedn Kelly (PPE). - Madam President, I strongly support this motion for resolution on the troubling situation in
Yemen. Political negotiations are an important step towards stability in the region. While on the surface, instability in
Yemen may seem like a sectarian conflict, the reality is that conflict is deeply rooted in feelings of inequality and
poverty, which have worsened the deep divides in Yemeni society. The political environment is framed by the power
struggle between the Houthi movement religious group and the al-Hadi Government. The situation is having dire con-
sequences on the Yemeni people, and we must not ignore this.

Between a desperate security and economic situation, which includes widespread corruption and severe food and water
shortages, the Yemeni citizens are at breaking point. I believe that a mutually-acceptable political solution can resolve
the current tensions, and we in the European Parliament and the European Union must do our utmost to resolve the
issues quickly and effectively to avoid a civil war.

Alex Mayer (S&D). - Madam President, I welcome this report on the implementation of the European Disability
Strategy. It rightly highlights one of the core principles of the UN’s Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities: the right to access transportation. Campaigners in my constituency from Bedfordshire Rail Access Network
are dismayed that stations in Luton, Leagrave, Flitwick, Biggleswade and Harlington do not have step-free access for
disabled people. Ironically, while all train carriages will have to be made accessible by 1 January 2020, there are not
any plans to make four of the five Bedfordshire stations accessible. How exactly will a disabled Biggleswade passenger
benefit from the accessible trains if they can't get onto the platform?

The Department for Transport has stated that, for every GBP 1 spent on access improvements, GBP 2.90 is returned in
economic benefits. it is the right thing to do and makes economic sense, too. So let’s do it.
